Over time, the Consonants listed above, when used in the oral tradition (some suspect due to lazy tongues), eventually change from Bh to B to P to F, and from DH to D to T to TH, and also from GH to G to K to V. These laws seem to be universal, regardless of cultures, in all languages and alphabets, for these are the tonal sounds that people articulate. The words that have similar meanings across cultures and languages appear to have these same consonant superstructures and connections and can be seen as similarly rooted in ancient words and meanings.   

(To test these sounds for yourselves, say the ‘sounds” for T and D…….. ‘Tah”…. “Dah,” and notice how your mouth and tongue and teeth and lips make each sound and how similarly they are placed and produced in your mouth. Do the same with G and K ………….”Gah”… “Kah,’ and also do the same with P and B………. ”Pah’….. “Bah.”

These consonant pairs are what are known as linguistic equivalents. And words with these same consonant superstructures are viewed as very similar in meaning and/or origin.

The above words in italics are variants of the consonant superstructure of the letters PRG, PRK, BRG, BRK, following Grimm’s law and Vernor’s law.

It appears that the word “PIROGUE,” or variants thereof, can be found on both sides of the Atlantic basin, from Iceland, the British Isles, Western and Eastern Europe, the Mediterranean, Africa, Brazil, Columbia, Venezuela, all of the Caribbean, North America and Canada.

There may be no accepted Academic proof that there ever was a Continent/Civilization in the middle of the Atlantic Ocean that went down in a series of violent volcanic eruptions somewhere around 9600 BC (or approximately 11,000+ years ago) causing a massive world wide flood from which Noah and family escaped on the Ark…….However, even with no definitive physical proof, as oceanographers have been unable to uncover definitive evidence of a civilization on the bottom of the Atlantic floor that’s about 11,000 years old buried under tons of volcanic ash, lava, and sludge, and is indicative of a race of people of distinguished advancement, we have peoples all over the Atlantic basin on all shores who share extensive language fragments, customs, religious symbols, dances, art works, legends, stories, etc, that indicate an ancient link of tremendous proportions.

In many Eastern European households today there is an unusual ceremonial traditional food called “Pieroguies” that may be a significant linchpin to an amazing Atlantean connection. The word Pieroguie (food) and the word Pirogue (boat) are different in letters, but virtually identical in sound.

The formation of and the making of pieroguies are what are perhaps so fascinating: Pieroguies are pastry products that require a bottom boat shaped curved shell that is then filled with various forms of ingredients (potatoes, onions, meats, fruits, etc) and then is covered by a top shell of similar shape to the bottom shell. The sides of the pieroguies are then perfectly sealed to completely enclose the contents so that they cannot spill out [If this isn’t a perfect description of the House Boat, ARK, with a sealed top that was Noah’s, I don’t know what!!!]. Hundreds are made in the same shape and size (maybe 2 inches by 3 inches) and a very large pot of water is placed on a stove and the water is heated to boiling. When the cauldron of boiling water (like a turbulent ocean) is prepared, all of the pieroguies are dumped into the water. When the pieroguies, after a few minutes, float to the surface of the water they are removed from the boiling water and are ready to eat (unless you also want to fry them [with onions]).

The entire method of preparing pierogueis today exactly replicates and represents the building of boats (like Noah’s Ark [BARK]) in their preparation for the impending eruptions and explosions that Atlantean citizens prepared for when they anticipated and knew that their homeland was soon to be doomed. It is perhaps astounding that Eastern Europeans still possess a sacred food that is a perfect ritual and remembrance of the process that their ancient ancestors developed and passed down for 11,000 years, and it is positively unusual and remarkable and miraculous. The names for this “food” and for those ‘boats” are still identical. The process of making them, including the boiling volcanic water, is astounding. The word for ‘boat” (PIROGUE) and all of its variants found all around the Atlantic basin indicate that the Atlantic basin peoples all have had that language connection with the word “boat” from their ancestors who survived the flood and ended up on solid ground anywhere and everywhere else in the Atlantic basin. Noah quite clearly did not possess the only boat. There must have been hundreds, if not thousands…….

Those of you who celebrate the use of pieroguies as ceremonial sacred food are in fact celebrating the voyages of Noah and/or any of the rest of the 10 lost tribes of Israelites who left the Old Lost Sunken Red Land for unknown destinations.

The ancient word for “People” in Hebrew is Anishe-em.”

The ancient word for “People” in Ojibway is “Anishinabe.”

But there’s more!!!!!

The Ojibway (Chipewa) peoples consider themselves descendants of those who escaped their lost homeland (The Old Sunken Red Land), and they still consider themselves as part of the Turtle Clan. If you go to any of the Ojibway web sites their Turtle Clan emblem is first and foremost a part of the site. Atlantis was called Turtle Island as its volcanic and earthquake movements made it appear to be a moving land at sea all the time, like a live animal in the water.

Plato’s account of Atlantis comes into play here:

“…Poseidon, the god of the sea, receiving for his lot the island of Atlantis…He also begat and brought up five pairs of male children, dividing the island of Atlantis into ten portions [ten lost tribes]; he gave to his first born of the eldest pair, his mother’s dwelling and the surrounding allotment, which was the largest and best, and made him king over the rest; the others he made princes, and gave them rule over many men and a large territory. He named them all. The eldest who was king, he named Atlas, and from him the whole island and the ocean received its name. To his twin brother, who was born after him, and received as his lot the extremity of the island toward the Pillars of Hercules, he called Gades and the region is still called Gades, which in the Hellenic language is Eumelus, and in the language of the land which was named after him is Gadeirus. Of the second pair of twins he called one Ampheres and the other Euaemon. To the third pair of twins he gave the name Mneseus to the elder and Autochthon to the one who followed him. Of the fourth pair, he called the elder Elasippus and the younger Mestor. And of the fifth pair he gave to the elder the name of Azaes and to the younger Diaprepes.”

The above description indicates that there were five sets of twins who ruled Atlantis, all descendents of Poseidon. 

In Cleveland Ohio there is a very large and ancient and beautiful rendition of a wall hanging tapestry (it is a copy, exact replica, of a very ancient tapestry that was behind the Ark in a temple in Eastern Europe) behind the Ark, Torah, and Altar in Temple Israel Ner Tamid off of Lander Road (Maple Heights) in the east side of Cleveland. At the very top and center of this tapestry are two hands in an unusual formation. I asked the Rabbi, Fred Eisenberg, what those two hands symbolized and he told me it was a very ancient Hebrew Blessing. If you take both of your hands and form them into the Star Trek “Live long and prosper” designation and then place both hands together so that the thumbs are side by side, you then have what was at the top of the Tapestry with both hands pointed upwards with all ten fingers, all ten of them, separated in pairs of five sets of two…………….. Do you now see the connection? This is a perfect representation not only of the five sets of twins who ruled Atlantis, but the hands together also form the body of a Turtle…………. 

There are representations of Turtles all around the world in various cultures and religions as being the original foundation of the world. There are still Temples of the Turtle in the Yucatan and in the Azores.

In The Chinese Book of Changes (The Richard Wilhelm Translation, Bollingen Series, Princeton University Press) there is a description of the best good luck bestowed upon the Reader of the Yarrow Stalks, “Someone does indeed increase him. Ten pairs of tortoises cannot oppose it. Supreme good fortune.” This is a statement like “Better than double of nothing.”

The I Ching was brought out of the West [from Atlantis] at the time of the great flood by the first Emperor of China, Emperor Fu (Kung Fu Tze—or Confucius [the first of many named Confucius]).

Another interesting connection is that all pictures of Poseidon could be representations of Vishnu, as they are nearly identical in all of their display and symbolism.

Indeed we are all ONE, as can be seen by just a few of these references here………..and there are so many more connections than what is put forth here!!!
